• To encourage emerging jazz talent and foster 

an understanding of the origins and evolution of 

the music through such activities as workshops 

and master classes given by professionals in their

respective fields.

• To establish and maintain a charitable trust to 

provide limited financial aid to jazz musicians on 

an emergency basis as a result of sickness, 

accident, and loss of employment. The fund is not

intended to replace health insurance nor to provide

general loans. It does supply modest amounts of

assistance to qualified applicants.

• To support live and recorded jazz performances 

in Canada, when deemed appropriate by the 

Board of Trustees.
